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It is the determinate counsel of each member of the glorious Church of God to maintain the identity of, 

preach the vision of, and live the heritage of that which God has fore-ordained – The Church of God.  In 

these last days, we need to experience a renewal – a revival and a refreshing – having our visions 

brightened, our preaching intensified, and our lives depicting an example of perfecting holiness.  We 

need to see the glory of God sweep through The Church of God in such a way as we’ve never before 

seen in our present generation!  We need to see a divine transformation among our people.  Some may 

think that God will just rain his blessings upon us, His people, without our absolute submission to Him.  

However, in order for us to get to that place, the Church must go through a process that will be 

strenuous, but the benefits that we shall reap will go far beyond the travailing which must be endured.

Webster characterizes plowing as  a turning up, breaking up, overturning, or cutting open; it is a 

revealing of that which looms beneath.  The primary aspects and results of plowing are the cultivating 

implement, the tiller, the effect upon the soil, and the effect upon the crop.  It is essential to also 

consider that plowing is not based upon the changing of past results or the altering of the present; it is 

exclusively concerned with preparation for the future. 

Before there be any plowing in the field,  the cultivating implement must be in place and properly 

functioning.  The old fashioned hand plow generally has three basic parts:  the wheel, the handles, and 

the cultivating implement (blade).  Both the wheel and the handles serve distinct purposes and are 

essential to the proper functioning of the plow; however, the plow is inadequate and ineffective without 

its blade.  Church of God, the only cultivating implement that can be used to effectively and efficiently 

plow Zion is the Spirit -  the Holy Ghost!  Nothing that we possess can replace the necessity of the Spirit 

among us.  We need the Holy Ghost’s power and ministries to be operating within us.  As a young 

person of only twenty-one years of age, I have heard my entire life that things were better in the old 

days.  The cry is often made for a return of the power as experienced in the early 1900s.  My cry, 

however, is not to experience this -- but to experience a movement brought by the Holy Ghost with 

renewal power that surpasses all other experiences both sides of the dark ages.  άΧ ŜȅŜ ƘŀǘƘ ƴƻǘ ǎŜŜƴΣ 

nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them 

ǘƘŀǘ ƭƻǾŜ ƘƛƳέ  (1st Corinthians 2:9).  It is time that we seek these new, more powerful blessings from 

God! 

Even with all the parts of the plow in place, the plow will not operate without the directive of a tiller.  As 

individuals we have our areas of expertise.  One person may be trained to operate an aircraft while 

another may be skilled in the area of science.  Neither person possesses the proficiency to fulfill the 

other’s role.  It takes an individual who knows how to operate the equipment or tools to produce the 



desired results.  Spiritually speaking, only the Master Tiller, the Head of the Church, can properly 

operate the plow and achieve the desired results within Zion.  The members, ABM leaders, pastors, 

state/regional/national overseers and staff, nor the General Overseer and general staff do not possess 

the ability to direct or control God’s cultivating implement – the Holy Ghost.  Our place, as members of 

Zion, is not to be helping guide the plow but rather fully submitting ourselves by laying in front of the 

plow – being willing to be plowed! 

Once the plow is in place and the tiller begins to plow, the first effect of plowing is evident upon the soil.  

Plowing is not a gentle experience for the soil of a field.  Although its outcome is beneficial, it is 

considered to be an unsettling process for that soil.  On the surface it appears destructive.  However, the 

field could not sustain a crop yield if there be no plowing.  Plowing breaks up hard, dry soil.  The soil is 

overturned which allows for a higher rate of aeration and absorption of water – both vital elements in 

the production of nutrients which constitute crop growth.  Remember, plowing prepares for the future.  

It beings a renewing to the soil.  Lord, plow through Zion!  We need the Holy Ghost to plow through the 

hardened, dried-out soil of our lives – our hardness of hearts, lacking of love, preconceived ideals, faults, 

and our failures – to bring a renewing to our lives and to The Church of God.  ά{ƻǿ ǘƻ ȅƻǳǊǎŜƭǾŜǎ ƛƴ 

righteousness, reap in mercy; break up your fallow ground: for it is time to seek the LORD, till he come 

and rain righteousness upon youέ (Hosea 10:12).  Church of God, we need to be prepared to soak up the 

latter rain!  God has promised it; we must be ready to receive at its coming!  Unmaintained soil loses its 

ability to produce a sufficient crop.  Spiritually speaking, the longer we refuse the Holy Ghost access to 

plow our lives, the harder our ground will become.  If we continue to resist, we will eventually no longer 

be able to yield and sustain a crop.  As perfection draws nigh, these individuals that do not allow the 

Holy Ghost access will be deemed unfit for crop growth, cut off from the field, and cast forth from Zion. 

Often we focus solely upon the plowing’s effect upon the soil.  However, it is an error to not consider 

the effect that plowing has upon the crop itself.  As the soil is swept from the furrow, it is moved to the 

base of the crop.  This increases the stability of the plant which allows better protection from the 

natural elements.  In this late hour in which we find ourselves, we need stability to stand against 

forthcoming tribulations.  Satan wants to destroy the Church; his  attacks will only become more severe

hath filled Zion with judgment and righteousness.  And wisdom and knowledge shall be the stability of 

thy times, and strength of salvation: the fear ƻŦ ǘƘŜ [ƻǊŘ ƛǎ Ƙƛǎ ǘǊŜŀǎǳǊŜέ (Isaiah 41:10).  Only the Holy 

Ghost inspiration can increase our wisdom, knowledge, and strengthen our salvation.  If we desire to 

prevail in fighting Satan’s attacks against the Bride of Christ, we need the Holy Ghost to guide us into 

deeper state of perfection in the sight of God.  Isaiah 41:10 speaks words of encouragement to God’s

In these perilous times we need the plowing by the Holy Ghost to take place throughout the entire 

Body.  God is ready to revive His Church and bring a spiritual renewing throughout the Church.  We must 

be willing to sacrifice our fallow ground if we desire to take part in this dynamic reformation and 



renewing that is soon coming.  The plow is coming!  The plow is certainly coming!  Are you willing to be 

plowed?  Are you sincerely willing to be plowed?  Lord, plow Zion!
